WALLA WALLA COMMUNITY COLLEGE AUTO BODY REPAIR TECHNOLOGY

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

To assist students in developing skills, work habits, and attitudes that are necessary to be employable in the Auto Body Repair industry and related fields.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:
The Auto Body Repair program is divided into two parts;  One: Shop Skills Training;  Two:  The Theory of Auto Body Repair and Paint Refinishing Operations.  Approximately 70 - 75% of the total program time is spent working in the shop on projects.  The other 25 - 30% is participating in class lectures, demonstrations, workshops, seminars, and the completion of the 45 program-learning units.  The majority of the learning modules are based on the National Automotive Technicians Education Foundation (NATEF) Auto Body Task List and National Institute for Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) Technician Certification Standards.

The student’s progress through these learning packages is monitored by testing for each section of the modules.  It is of great importance to attend every class as material will not be repeated.  The students are constantly being evaluated as to their progress in the class room and on shop projects.  The instructor is always available to assist the student when needed.

LENGTH OF PROGRAM:
The Auto Body program consists of six continuous eleven-week quarters;  Fall, Winter, Spring, and Summer  for two years.  This program requires a minimum of 1750 clock hours of attendance in the program.

CLASS HOURS:
Monday - Friday:  8:00 AM to 3:00 PM

ATTENDANCE:

Each student assigned to the Autobody Vocational class is expected to be in attendance each day that class is in session.  There will not be a tolerance for unexcused absences.  It will be the responsibility of each individual student to be accountable as to why he is not in class.  If the student cannot attend class it will be his responsibility to report to the instructor and explain his absence.  For any unexcused absence it will be at the discretion of the instructor to determine if the offending student will be allowed to remain in the Autobody Program.  This may also include an infraction being written.

GRADING:

Students will be evaluated at the completion of each quarter (61 thru 66) in six areas listed showing maximum points which can be earned.  In Quarter 6, (Advanced Auto Body Technology and ABT 299 Student Leadership), the students will be evaluated on performance objectives and students daily work log.  Regular attendance, class participation, and discussion is an integral part of acceptable achievement and performance.

TEACHER:
