Course Description and Operation


Introduction to the history of world cultures from a global perspective, dealing with the development of human societies from ancient origins through the Classical Empires. Areas covered include Eurasia, Africa, Oceana and the Americas. Course satisfies AA degree requirements in either Humanities or Social Science. Suggested reading level: READ 098. Student may not earn credit for both HIST 101 and HIST 105.


Each week we meet daily M-F to cover major topics in world history. Class meetings usually begin with key terms written on the board to aid in student note taking, a key skill in this course. Then topical lectures with electronic media like maps, images, and movie clips introduce key topics. Class discussions follow. Group activities and Internet research exercises are also used to enhance the learning environment. Chapter quizzes online are used weekly to test student retention. Periodic pop quizzes and a midterm and final exam are used to test student application of course skills and content.
Course Objectives


Students must be able to recall information and compose responses in order to demonstrate their knowledge and understanding of the following: The historical evidence necessary to identify important events, developments and personalities in this period of world history; The historical evidence to analyze critically the cause and effect relationships of past human events; The historical evidence to evaluate critically arguments, analogies, and hypotheses about the human past; The influence of the past on present conditions; The important of change through time and space for human cultures; Empathy and understanding of “other cultures” in time and place.

· Critical Thinking – Examine, Evaluate, and Revise ideas

· Personal/Professional Responsibility – Academic Integrity

Testing/Assessment Policy for QUIZZES and EXAMS

Weekly chapter quizzes. These are chapter quizzes taken online at the textbook website. You may take them anytime during the week we cover the assigned chapter(s). However, quizzes must be forwarded to me via my email before Sunday at midnight PST.  You must choose ONE of the quizzes for that chapter (Pretest, Chapter Review, Quiz 1 or Quiz 2). Your grade is the grade you earn on the quiz you submit. If you do not like that grade, you can take one of the other quizzes for that chapter and resubmit. Your grade then becomes the average of the two quiz grades together. Please submit chapter quizzes the week the chapter readings are assigned. This assures you of getting proper credit. NOTE: Some weeks we cover more than one chapter, so complete BOTH chapter quizzes. I count only the top ten chapter quiz grades and drop the rest.

Two pop quizzes. These quizzes generally take place halfway between the start of class and the midterm, and halfway between the midterm and the final exam. All material including chapter quizzes, readings, exercises and handouts could be covered. No class notes are allowed. No makeup pop quizzes are allowed. I usually hint at the upcoming quiz a few days before it arrives. Pop quizzes may be administered via overhead projector, orally, or in written form.  

Two exams, including the final exam MUST be taken in the classroom on the day scheduled. No makeup exams are allowed, no exceptions. You must contact me via email before the exam, if you need to reschedule. Make sure you get a reply of confirmation via email from me as well. Exams are not graded on a curve. Think of these as a mid-term and a final exam. Students are allowed to bring in limited class notes to aid in completing the exams. Study guides or sessions are provided. Textbooks and copies of the text are not allowed. Exams usually consist of a mix of short answer, essay, identification, and multiple choice formats. The Final Exam is comprehensive including information from the previous exams and quizzes. 

EXTRA CREDIT: One quiz, either a pop quiz or a chapter quiz may be made up through extra credit. Also you may use extra credit to raise your mid-term exam grade by up to 10% or a letter grade. Generally the extra credit is in form of a research project. Please see the instructor for details.
