
GUIDELINES FOR HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS

To receive 5 points, the maximum number possible, on a homework assignment, the student must follow the following guidelines:

1)
Use either notebook or engineering paper, 8" by 11".  All graphing problems must be done on graph paper.  Please do not use paper from the spiral bound notebooks.

2)
Use pencil.  

3)
SHOW ALL YOUR WORK!  A LIST OF ANSWERS WILL NOT SUFFICE!  I am interested in the process and procedure you used to arrive at your answer.  Also, it allows me to know where you are having difficulties.  An incorrect answer by itself does not tell me anything.  No work, no credit!

4)  Make sure you neatly organize your work.  I will not go          hunting for your answers nor will I grade messy papers.

5)  Answers to "writing problems" must be in complete sentences.

6)
Make an honest attempt on all the problems.  Remember there is no penalty for incorrect answers.

7)  There is a penalty for problems which the instructor does on     the board and the student does not have finished.  Simply        copy down any problems which the instructor does that you do     not have finished.

8)
At the top of the front page of your homework, jot the number of the problems you would like to see worked in class.

9)
Use red or blue pen to correct any answers missed.   

10)
Circle or box your answers on multistep problems.

11)
Homework is due when I ask for it.

In summary, deductions of 1 point will occur if

1)
Notebook, engineering, or graph paper not used.

2)  Pencil not used.

3)  Assignment is difficult to read.  In fact, if I truly cannot     read it then a score of zero will be assigned.

Deductions of up to 5 points will occur if no work is shown on problems where there should be work shown.

Also, deductions will occur if less than all the problems assigned were attempted.  For example a student attempting 15 of 25 problems would receive a score of 3 points if everything else was done satisfactorily.

In addition, deductions will occur if the student does not turn in corrected problems which the instructor has done on the board.

Also, if a student copies another student's assignment then a score of zero will be assigned to all parties.

Finally, if a student simply copies the assignment from the Student Solution’s Manual then he or she will receive no credit for that assignment.
