Creating Student Accounts on the Novell Server

The Data Express Routine:


	Name:
	JCM-STUACT


	What It Does:
	Pulls current student registration information from the HP3000 based on class names (Ex: CT 100)


	What it pulls:
	Pulls the Full Name, SSN, and various other statistics about students (for use in the future?) from the HP3000.


	Prompts:
	When run, JCM-STUACT prompts the user for the Current Year Quarter (YRQ) and the class names that you want to make accounts for.


	Special Notes:
	The reason for this prompt is so that the Routine can be run with the Batch Jobs that are run at night, making the whole process that creates accounts totally automated. Additional classes can be added as desired, just don’t forget that there is a limit to 5 classes per line (in the scheduler) and if a line continues, a comma must be placed at the end of the preceding line. The current YRQ must be changed every quarter.

When entering Class Names they must be in the following format: (CT@100@, CT@133@, etc.) The reason for this is because there are spaces in the HP3000 database between the class type (CT) and it’s Number (100). By adding the ‘@’ symbol as a wild card, you are telling the HP3000 that you want CT(anything)100(anything).


	Output:
	Results are saved as stuacct.dat via a command in the scheduler.


	FTP:
	Stuacct.dat is then send via FTP to the Win 98 machine (Affectionately named: Auto).


The Win 98 Machine:

	The FTP Server:
	Caesar FTP (A freeware FTP server) has been set up on the Windows 98 Machine, and has been set up only to accept log-ins from the HP3000 and Jordan’s machine via IP restrictions.

The only account that’s set up on Caesar FTP at the moment is the account used by the HP3000.


Stuacct.dat will be uploaded into the “HP” directory of the default FTP directory.



	Formatting:
	Before UIMPORT can create the Novell accounts, the stuacct.dat file must be formatted in a way that UIMPORT can read.

The MAKEACCT.EXE file performs this function.

MAKEACCT.EXE has been hard-coded to use a file in the same directory as it called ‘stuacct.dat’ and when it’s done processing, it spits out a file called ‘MAKEACCT.DAT’


	Running UIMPORT:
	UIMPORT requires two files to run: a control file and an input file. CREATE.CTR (in the same directory) is the control file, and MAKEACCT.DAT is the input file.


	The Batch file:
	In order to make the whole matter easier, I made a batch file that formats ‘stuacct.dat’ and runs UIMPORT all at once. It’s called MAKEACCT.BAT.


	Scheduling:
	MAKEACCT.BAT is Scheduled to run every morning (after everything has been processed and FTP’d) at 10:30 via the Task Scheduler in Windows 98.
