Want to login to the college network from off-campus?

Here’s how!

The easiest way to login remotely and get access to our WWCC programs like E-mail, Minisoft, FMSquery, WinImage, MS Office, etc. and your files saved to network drives is to use your web browser and visit the "Remote Desktop Web Connection"  login page. 
Once loaded, you’ll see a login screen like this,
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where you’ll want to type in the following information:

Server:  134.39.200.110   
User Name:  fm_last (just use your regular college network user name) 

Domain:  WWCC-DOMAIN 

Then click the “Connect” button.  

The remote window opens and shows you another login window where you can type your network password.  
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If you have used remote access in the past, just type in your current network password.  
If this is the first time, there is no password required.  But once you click OK that first time you are required to set a password and I strongly recommend you match it with your on-campus network password.  
Once you have logged in you’ll see a Windows desktop with program icons to our WWCC standard applications.  
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In addition, you have access to all of the network drives you do in the office, like U: , P: , etc. and the ability to print to your college network printer.
